New Column This Year!
Linda Swarz is going to keep us informed about the plans for our chapter Flower Shows.

We are getting a head start on some activities for next year’s flower shows. Some of our activities are based on
suggestions that came from our “after show” meeting where the members gave the board feedback on how we can
improve the shows! We are still open to suggestions at any time! Following are a few of the activities in progress:

Sandi Hennig is researching aprons for our Rhody Experts who will be roaming the floor - to provide information or
answers to questions. Other Rhody Experts, wearing aprons, will be at the “Rhody Spoken Here” table. The aprons
will be of one color, will have pockets for a pen, notebook, membership brochures, what-our-club-does brochures,
planting guides, etc. Now when those of us working the show are asked questions that we cannot answer, we can
point out the experts from across the room!

Nelson Glaser is chairing an activity to paint all the racks black. The racks at the Coos Bay show were black and the
trusses looked even more magnificent up against the black. Our easels are brushed silver which will look smashing
against the black. Cheryl and Ron Prchal have agreed to become the keepers of the warehouse. They will track
inventory of the show supplies and all else that is there for the club. When the supplies are picked up for the show
they will be at the warehouse and only show stuff will be sent on so we aren’t storing unneeded stuff under our trophy
tables.

The muck rake is an excellent tool for taking bark from the pile
and putting it into the wheelbarrow and also to use for taking out
of the wheelbarrow for placing around the plants. | think it works
much better than a regular or flat faced shovell

This one came from Mike who got the idea from his mother-
| have used it and love it for being able to control spray from a
sprayer onto the weed but off the surrounding plants! Take a
gallon milk jug and cut off the top. Take the bottom and poke a
hole through the middle of the bottom. Push the sprayer nozzle
through the outside of the hole into the inside of the bottom of
the jug. Make sure the nozzle head does not extend past the
walls of the milk jug. Now you are ready to spray - spray so the
milk bottle lies on the ground over the target, and then when you
spray, the spray only goes down. It is easy to spray close to
plants you don't want to get spray on because the milk bottle
bottom keeps the spray within its confines.
